The whole course consists of 6 consecutive books. It combines 
lessons for individual home study with group discussion. The 
lessons are arranged in units; each unit can be done online every 
two weeks (2.5 hours per session online, approx.). The Group 
Meeting online is an essential part of the TEE course: it greatly 
enriches the learning process and enables and enhances the 
application of theory to practice in the local church setting. 
 
This LOC course aims to introduce the student to all the basic 
disciplines of the Christian life and ministry, providing: 

1. A thorough knowledge of Christ's life and ministry 
2. A comparative analysis of the four Gospels 
3. The Old Testament background to Christ's ministry 
4. Techniques of study, reflection, and application 
5. An outline of systematic theology 
6. A comparison of Christianity with other religions 
7. An emphasis on practical ministry in the local church 

 

Life of Christ Course (TEE) - other details: 
1. The Life of Christ (LOC) series is a pastoral and theological 

study on the life and works of our Lord Jesus using the Gospel 
of Matthew as the main reference. 

2. For each book, the students will do a simple evaluation - Mid-
term and Final examinations. 

3. Submission of Assignments to demonstrate a practical 
understanding of the Lessons for each unit is required for 
those who wish to facilitate the TEE classes. 

4. All the students must attend every Class lesson and be 
prepared for group discussion. 
(a) All the students must complete the homework assignment and 

answer all the questions for each lesson. 
(b) Complete the test according to each lesson at the back of the 

book. 
(c) Follow the Instructions of the Facilitator and Submit assignments 

in each Unit Goal preferably using soft copy though hard copy 
is still acceptable. 

 

On successful completion of the 6 books, the students receive their 
TEE Certificates / Diplomas (subject to completion of course 
requirements and examination) issued by TEEM
